Demonstrations

Children’s Museum Animators can be available to provide demonstrations in our galleries during your rental for a fee of $75/hour when booked in advance.  You can choose up to three demonstrations per hour.  Please call for details on the demonstrations currently available.  

Catering

You are welcome to use the caterer of your choice.  Upon request, the Children’s Museum may be able to recommend caterers.

Booking and Payment of Rentals

1. A rental is booked when a signed contract, a security deposit* and 50% of the rental fee is received. The remaining balance of the rental fee must be paid by the date of your event.

2.  If a rental is cancelled 30 days or less in advance of the rental date, the security deposit will be returned, and the Children’s Museum will retain the rental deposit.

*Security Deposit – 

A security deposit of $250 or credit card information is requested for all facility rentals. This deposit will be returned in its entirety, to the renter upon completion of the rental event if the facility is in the same condition as it was prior to the event.  Should the facility be damaged, or should Children’s Museum property be lost or stolen, the Children’s Museum will apply the security deposit to the cost of repairs or replacement.

Guidelines 

Cleanup Fee:  A $50/hr fee will be charged and deducted from the deposit if the facility is not left reasonably clean and orderly and special janitorial services are required.

Alcohol:  If alcohol is to be served or sold you must obtain a Special Occasion Permit from your local LCBO or at http://www.agco.on.ca/pdf/forms/1575B.e.pdf.  Alcohol is not permitted for facility rentals occurring during operating hours.

Insurance: All corporate clients must provide a certificate of insurance for $2 million, adding the Children's Museum as insured on their policy.  For individual or family clients with groups of 100 guests or more, the client must provide a Special Events Liability Insurance Certificate.  If alcohol will be served, the client must provide a Party Alcohol Liability (PAL) Certificate of insurance, regardless of number of guests.
