Children’s Museum and Orchestra London hit the right note

LONDON, ON – The London Regional Children’s Museum has come alive with the sound of music thanks to a partnership with Orchestra London and the musical stylings of thousands of children and their families.

The Children’s Museum and Orchestra London have debuted their first partnership, a special exhibit, Hooray for Music, on display at the Children’s Museum until November 11, 2007. 
Hooray for Music features wind, string and percussion instruments and an interactive musical sculpture called a Cyclofoozleaphone, giving children and their grown-ups an opportunity to create a symphony of sounds.  Visitors also have a chance to meet, hear and learn from a professional Orchestra London musician.

With generous support from The Arts Education Partnership Initiative (Ontario Ministry of Education, Ministry of Culture and the Ontario Arts Foundation), The Ontario Endowment for Children and Youth in Recreation Fund (London Community Foundation) and the Charles H. Ivey Foundation, the Children’s Museum and Orchestra London are also providing complimentary music education programs for grade three classes for the duration of the exhibit.

“Music is a wonderful avenue through which to engage children in learning about science, heritage and the arts,” says Children’s Museum executive director Tammy Adkin.  “And, equally important, children and their families find great joy in listening to and making their own music.”

Hooray For Music continues at the Children’s Museum, 21 Wharncliffe Road South, London, until November 11, 2007. The Museum is open Tuesdays to Sundays from 10 a.m. to 5 p.m. and Fridays from 10 a.m. to 8 p.m.  Admission is $6.
